As part of the Year-Round Distribution Project, the CRFP purchases and 

donates non-perishable items such as canned fruit and vegetables, 

peanut butter, breakfast cereal, pasta, and soups eleven times annually to 

over thirty local agencies. In addition, the CRFP partners with the United 

Way of Merrimack County and the local U.S. Postal Carriers’ Association 

each May to donate food collected through the U.S. Postal Carriers’ 

“Stamp Out Hunger” food drive.
